The City of Crowley expects to continue the rehabilitation of public
leaks through an ongoing smoke testing/repair maintenance crew.

The City has a notification program for private leaks. Private
individuals are notified of defects on their property and the repairs are
monitored and cataloged.

The City has replaced mainlines in areas of noted significant I/I.

With the rise of flows being experienced at the treatment facility and
the increased frequency of overflows at manhole locations, the City
will increase its efforts toward combating 1/1.

The City has reinitiated influent testing.
