Parade Safety Policy 

 
 

1. Signed Parade Agreement with entry fee must be received by Friday, February 17, 2012. A 

copy of driver’s license and vehicle insurance must accompany all entries.  Driver’s license and 

insurance will be verified the day of parade. 

2. Floats will be judged 30 minutes before parade time and awards will be presented. 

3. Line up begins 10:00 a.m. south of the railroad track. 

4. No glass containers allowed. 

5. All minor children must be accompanied and supervised by an adult.

6. All throws must be limited to wrapped candy, Mardi Gras beads, etc.  No live, sharp or 

sexually explicit throws will be permitted. 

7. All throws must be thrown from the side-to-side, 10 - 12' away from float. Nothing may be 

thrown unless the parade is moving, nor can they be handed to anyone approaching the float or 

vehicle. 

8. Riders must keep arms and legs inside the float at all times. 

9. Drivers must proceed with caution and at a safe speed keeping one-car length behind the 

vehicle ahead of them. All vehicles must follow state and local laws concerning traffic and 

alcoholic beverages for the safety of all. 

 

POSITIVELY NO DRINKING BY THE DRIVER!!! 
 

10. No 18 wheelers, no horses, donkeys, or mules allowed in the parade, nor any live animals 

allowed on floats or in vehicles. 

11. No walking entries, walking escorts or motorcycles will be allowed.
