Take Advantage of These Resources to Assist Your Recovery 
 

It’s easy to be confused by all the disaster resources available as you recover from 

Hurricane Laura, but here is a breakdown of agencies, programs, phone numbers and 

website links that you can use for help.  

 

For FEMA assistance 

• FEMA can provide housing assistance, home repair, rental assistance, 

reimbursement for needed generators or chainsaws, and other disaster-related 

needs. To apply for FEMA assistance, add information or check status, go to 

disasterassistance.gov or call 800-621-3362. 

• Survivors can apply through the FEMA Mobile App. On an Android device: Text 

2637643 (ANDROID) to 43362; on an Apple Device, text 27753 (APPLE) to 43362.
